
Cotswold Way

Route Improvement: Edge
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Directions: (From the North) B to A

1.At the top of Jenkins Lane, turn right towards the Edgemoor Inn.

2. Cross the Road (with caution, traffic can be fast) and continue ahead of you through the gate onto the common.

3. Follow the track diagonally right to the clearly defined track. Cross this and continue ahead following the worn 
path and Cotswold Way waymarks across the common to the steps at the disused quarry.

4. Go down the steps and continue out to the Edge / Whiteshill Road where you will re-join the original route of 
the Cotswold Way.

Users of guide books detailing the original route:

The original route is still available for use on highways or public rights of way but is no longer signposted as the Cotswold Way.
You will therefore need to navigate from the book for this section if you prefer to continue to use the old route.

Factfile for this route change:

Original route: approx 0.4 miles (A to B)
New Route: approx 0.4 miles (A to B)
Grid References: A(845093), B(850091)

Reason for change: To bring walkers out at a safer location
on the A4173 for crossing the road.Where the new route
exits the common, the sight lines for walkers are clearer.
